Every leader, especially for those of us who are Chris�an leaders and theologians are holding to leadership responsibili�es entrust, so that the church or organiza�on 
we are serving and at the sphere of leadership influence that we are func�oning, should experience transforma�on. That is the ideal, but we faced countless 
situa�ons where it appears as if there is disconnec�on between leaders and the leadership influence they can exert, to cause changes in their spheres of influence. 
Prof Mo�y, Bauta (2016, p. 3.) opined, “A purposeless leader is irrelevant and useless. He follows the wind and wherever it blows.”

LEADERSHIP ACTION
Leadership is a process that has pragma�c or ac�on oriented part it plays in the opera�on of church and organiza�ons through a common shared goal, which is ac�on-
oriented for the most appropriate reason fi�ed for it existence. John Maxwell (2011) says, “Leadership is influence. The dynamism that occurs within systems and the 
outside world, accelerate the con�nuous changing situa�ons that are associated with the inter-play of factors that alters opera�onal and produc�ve ac�vi�es. This can 
best be handled through transforma�onal leadership approach, that can create a conducive atmosphere to manage the process of change, by having a clear shared vision, 
engaging the followers through the transi�on process and ge�ng them mo�vated to do beyond their task requirement. Transforma�onal leadership theory is the basic 
principle that plausibly explain the phenomenon under considera�on in genera�ng innova�ons and enhancing crea�vity.”

PERFORMANCE IN TRANSFORMATION
Affirma�vely, leadership is a process that has undeniable part it performs in the opera�on of organiza�ons, the place of the leader in the scheme of things can not 
be overemphasized. Kouzes and Barry (2012) explained that, “Without leadership there would not be the extraordinary efforts necessary to solve exis�ng problems and 
realize unimagined opportuni�es.” It is a cri�cal role that has the tendency to make or mar the intended success that is desired.
Nexus or connec�on between leadership and organiza�onal transforma�on must be established for the envisioned change to take place, because, leaders who lack the 
intui�ve capability to be innova�ve in their approach to leadership are consistently sta�c in their prac�cal performance which nega�vely affect the church or organiza�on. 
For the inability to inject change in composi�on and opera�on of an ins�tu�on, it remains un-transformed. 
 
INFORMATIVE INSTRUCTIONS 
• The connec�on between leadership and change must be driven by ac�on.
• It can be substan�ated from the outcome generated through the process.
• The praxis gives rise to visible changes that occurs in church or organiza�on towards the achievement of set common 

goals.
• The absence of the connec�on is nega�ve in out-come to the church or organiza�on transforma�on process.
• Leadership influence and innova�ons are at the center of the transforma�on process from the beginning to the end.
• The experiences derived are set-forth as examples for learning and modelling by others.
• The process of leadership must be visionary and innova�ve for it to cause change in individual and church or 

organiza�on.
• Leadership has the capacity to mo�vate people into ac�on through the transforma�on process.
• Through the transforma�on process, there is increase in the skills and abili�es of the people, as their capacity to handle 

situa�ons is challenged, engaged and explored.
• The organiza�on is made be�er through the transforming process.

CONCLUSION
leadership must be prac�cal before it can majorly exert relevant influence in church se�ngs or organiza�ons, by ini�a�ng 
new ways of doing things for the transforma�on that will refashion the internal as well as the external structure and 
opera�on in the ins�tu�on.
